The Texas Office of the Attorney General (OAG) continues to employ three ARRA-funded employees as 
of this quarterly reporting period, including an Assistant Attorney General (job category: 
Courts/Prosecution, Defense, and Civil Attorneys), a Legal Assistant (job category: Other) and an 
Investigator (job category: Law Enforcement).  During this reporting period, the OAG Legal Assistant 
transferred to another position within the agency as of September 30, 2011, and a new Legal Assistant 
was hired with a start date of November 1, 2011.  The OAG has an existing contract with one sub-
recipient. Sub-recipient Pasadena ISD Police Department has an Administrative Assistant (job category: 
Administrative/Human Resources).  Prime Recipient (2.662 FTE): 1 FTE Courts/Prosecution, Defense, 
and Civil Attorneys; 1 FTE Law Enforcement; 0.662 FTE Other.
Sub-recipient (1 FTE): 1 FTE Administrative/Human Resources

Project Name or Project/Program Title*

The Internet Crimes Against Children Task Force for the Southern Part of Texas, which includes the Houston metro region, will expand existing services within its 
geographic area of responsibility to assist in the enforcement of laws and prosecution of criminal offenses involving child pornography and the online solicitation 
of minors.  The OAG will provide investigative and prosecutorial support to other law enforcement entities with whom the OAG has formalized partnerships, and 
the OAG will respond to CyberTipLine referrals.  The OAG continues to provide grant funds to one Houston-area agency subrecipient.  The subrecipient award 
with the Pasadena ISD Police Department will allow them to continue supporting their expanded forensic capacity to investigate and prosecute internet crimes 
against children.  The Pasadena ISD Police Department, however, was not able to fully utilize the available grant funds before the end of their grant award; 
therefore, the OAG plans to work with the subrecipient to allow additional time to use the grant funds.  NOTE:  Cumulative payments include a final payment on 
the subrecipient awards to Harris County Constable Precinct 4 and the Harris County District Attorney's Office to close out the grants; the grant award period for these subrecipients ended on December 4, 2010 and May 31, 2011, respectively.
