The Declaration of Trust of the United Order of @&sstates it is a religious trust created to pvesand advance the religious
doctrines and goals of the Fundamentalist Churcbeefis Christ of Latter-day Saints, a religiousedgclt also states that the

Trust is administered by a Board of Trustees ctingi®f not less than three but no more than sénetees.

Affiant has been informed by Captain Long, Ranganih, and Sergeant Hensley that Warren Steedr@édfsed to himself as
the “Prophet,” or the spiritual leader of the Fum@atalist Church of Latter-day Saints (FLDS), armuld decide or choose the
members of the FLDS community who were authorizectlocate to Texas and begin construction of a cawmunity. Affiant
was told by said officers that the Texas locatidrere FLDS members relocated is 2420 County Road S€ileicher County,

Texas (described herein as the Suspected Place).

Captain Long, Ranger Hanna, and Sergeant Henstghefuinformed Affiant that the Suspected Placadsopen to the public

Affiant believes that the Priesthood Records, daildel above, demonstrate probable cause that W&teed Jeffs orchestrated
the purchase of the Suspected Place for the pugfdseilitating and perpetrating criminal offens@scluding Bigamy, Sexual
Assault, and Aggravated Sexual Assault. The SusdeRlace and its improvements provided Jeffs ahdrd&LDS members a
secure location where they could obscure the Fettthese serious felony crimes were being peteetr&urther, said property

aided the scheme perpetrated by Jeffs and his tsobpmallowing them to operate in a setting whéeseduld be difficult for law

enforcement authorities to detect their criminaiaact.

On page 20, there is a stiosetitled, “How to Live
Plural Marriage” that addresses the need for tngimin the meaning of plural marriage, as well asdilstate that a man must not
be a monogamist at heart. On the next page, phaaliage is described as a “sacred ordinance dasigntake man into eternal
worlds.” That page further commands that pluralmage is not to be “desecrated by linking it uphwihe worldly idea of
polygamy.” The document goes on to discuss progeriage relations between a man and his wives drad will happen to the

women if they commit adultery.

Affiant believes after reading these two exhibitattthey identify a clear ideology wherein Bigamsyfundamentally instilled

within the FLDS community.

Affiant has read marriage records that are pathefevidence seized from the said Suspected Pladegdthe April 2008
search warrants. Affiant, in conjunction with Rangftanna and Sgt. Hensley, prepared a summary thkting Bigamous
marriages that occurred at the said Suspected.PAdfiant has included in said chart a column tdigate if the suspected
Bigamy offense is a second or first degree punistiras determined by the age of the person thaadt® is believed to be

married to.

commit an Engaging in Organized Criminal Activitifemse.

Affiant believes that probable cause for the ofeeo6Engaging in Organized Criminal Activity hascaoored at Suspected Place.
Probable cause to believe EOCA Offenses occurresidtproperty is demonstrated by the fact thaFlLDS members have
been convicted of Sexual Assault and Aggravatedideissault. Of the 10 convictions, one defend&hDS leader Warren
Jeffs, was convicted of Aggravated Sexual Assaulfirst degree felony, three defendants were coediof Sexual Assault

Enhanced, first degree felonies, and six defendaets convicted of Sexual Assault second degremites.

Affiant has read the Marriage Records and beli¢lasthe Aggravated Sexual Assaults and Sexualudtssaccurred through
criminal acts of Bigamy that occurred at Suspedéate, which involved child victims. Further, bytuie of the number of
felony convictions and the systemic fostering @amous relationships involving minors, the evidepe®r/ides probable cause
to believe that a minimum of three persons collatest with the intent to commit the offense of Ag@ited Sexual Assault and

Sexual Assault.

Affiant has read Marriage Records, Priesthood Rix;dBishop Records, personal records, and oneyfayrolup records which
depict that in many instances, FLDS leader Warreed Jeffs either ordered, performed or at leastessed 69 bigamous
marriages involving minors. lllicit, underage mages subsequently resulted in the offense of AgdeavSexual Assault and

Sexual Assault being perpetrated against minoimsct

Affiant believes that probable cause has been lksttead to demonstrates that the offense of Engagin@rganized Criminal

Activity, as defined by Texas Penal Code, Sectibi®Z(a)(1), has occurred at Suspected Place.

The criminal act of Engaging in Organized CrimiAativity is a predicate offense for seizure of pedy under Texas Code of

Criminal Procedure, Article 59.01(2) (B) (xii).
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Based upon evidence obtained by state law enfontecheing the course of the investigation, Affidralieves probable cause
has been established to show that Suspected Rlamenfraband, as defined by Texas Code of Crinftratedure, Article

federal offense to structure or break up finanteisactions in order to avoid having those trassieported.

The penalty for violating Section 5324’s Structgriprohibition is imprisonment for not more than &ays and/or a fine of
$250,000. If the perpetrator’'s structured trarisast exceed more than $100,000 in a 12-month pesiod structuring is
performed while violating another law of the UnitSthtes, the penalty is increased to imprisonmentta exceed 10 years

and/or a fine of $500,000. A violation of Sect®324 is a felony offense.

purchase the Suspected Place.

A review of the transactions surrounding the pusehdinancing of improvements and funding of ogerst of the Suspected
Place, including transactions associated with tlwaek accounts detailed in below Subsections 2utiral, indicates that the
FLDS, its leaders, and membersed the three identified bank accounts to acauaiie property in order to further their criminal
activities. The three aforementioned bank accoangsas follows: Bank of America bank account (x%2935), Bank of

America bank account (xxxxxx-8537) and Wells Fabgok account (xxxxxx-7651).

Based upon the specific evidence reviewed in thgecincluding multiple confirmed incidents of Bigy Sexual Assault and
Aggravated Sexual Assault, the Affiant believed tha Suspected Place was acquired, improved aitaimed for the purpose

of facilitating the ongoing commission of multididony offenses.

Further, based upon 18 years of experience inwasig financial crimes and the evidence uncovengdhe State, Affiant
believes that the financial transactions surrougdhre acquisition, financing of improvements, furglifor maintenance and
operations of the Suspected Place constitute Maaeyndering offenses prohibited by the Texas PemaleC Under Article
59.01 (2) (B) (iv) and (2) (D) of the Texas CodeCsfminal Procedure, property used in the commissiba Money Laundering
offense is defined as contraband. Because theeSiggpPlace was both acquired with money laundgringeeds and used to

facilitate the commission of money laundering offes, said property is contraband under the lawseoEtate of Texas.

That detailed
review and analysis was assisted by Auditor K. &wibf the Texas Attorney General’'s Law Enforceni@ivision. Based upon
both a review of account records and his extensigerience investigating financial crimes, Affialeached the following

conclusions about account number xxxxxx-2935:

On January 6, 2004, David S. Allred opened Banlwiferica account number xxxxxx-2935 with an initedsh
deposit of $5,000 in U.S. currency. Account xxx@835 was not opened in Allred’s own name but wateed
established for an entity styled YFZ Land & Constion. The account was opened at a Bank of Amdmiaach office
in San Angelo, Texas. The account was closed omuBep 7, 2006. During the time the account wasvactthe

account received $4,129,906.97 in deposits (chedits

Signature authority on the account was held by ®&uviAllred and Ernest M. Jessop. David S. Allredisted as the
account member/manager. Ernest M. Jessop wasrkt@ved from the account and Fredrick Merril Jesa@s

subsequently added on August 11, 2004.

Affiant and Auditor Swihart have prepared a summafrthe deposits into account xxxxxx-2935 for us¢he State’s
criminal investigation. Official Bank of Americagerds, which were obtained pursuant to th& Bddicial District's

July 6, 2010, Grand Jury Subpoena were used t@aprepe summary.

Analysis by Affiant and Auditor Swihart revealedathwithin a 17-month period from August 2004 tlghuDecember

2005, a total of 175 separate cash deposits urdde®®0 were credited to account XXXXXX-2935.

Analysis by Affiant revealed that the 175 cash$eations resulted in cash deposits totaling $12507,

As detailed above, Title 31 of the U.S. Code pritbithe structuring of cash transactions to avejbrting under the

Banking Secrecy Act. Affiant has prepared a chdnictv identifies illicit, structured deposits intocunt XXXXXX-

2935 by date, dollar amount and bank branch locati@he average cash deposit was $8,841.423. Based

Affiant’s experience conducting financial investigas and the State’s analysis of cash transactiommdving account
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XXXXXX-2935, Affiant concludes there is probableusz to believe said account was funded with stredtdeposits

in violation of federal law. The chart detailingid structures deposits is included below.

Analysis by Affiant and Auditor Swihart further ealed that between August 2004 and December 2@0&dditional
$172,123.82 in non-structured cash deposits weredgposited into account XXXXXX-2935. Although $eedeposits
involved cash transactions, because they excebeeil0,000 threshold and were therefore subjdeiteral reporting
requirements, those deposits totaling $172,123.8& vwexcluded from the amounts of currency identifdove as

structured deposits.

Based upon extensive training and experience iigastg financial crimes, Affiant is aware that 8en 5313 of Title 31,
United States Code, and Part 103 of 31 C.F.R.@B#nk Secrecy Act (BSA) requires that financiatitations that encounter
customers with currency transactions (i.e., a deposvithdrawal) in excess of $10,000 are requitedeport those transactions
to the Department of Treasury utilizing FINCEN Fat@4, Currency Transaction Report (CTR).

On September 24, 2010, Affiant contacted InvestigBtlave McSweeny with Bank of America’s Anti-Monkgundering Unit

(AML), concerning both account number xxxxxx-293%a second account numbered xxxxxx-8537, whichaegtablished in

the name of YFZ Land, LLC, and is discussed furttelow in Section V (P) (3). Investigator McSwegald Affiant that Bank

of America has a corporate policy of closing at@mts wherein the account holder appears to égaily structuring financial

transactions or otherwise conducting illegal bussndnvestigator McSweeny stated that Bank of Acaedlosed accounts

XXXXXX-2935 and XXXXXX-8537 on February 7, 2006, duo suspected structured transactions that wézaded to evade

federal reporting requirements and suspected mtamdering. The accounts were both complianceucéssinitiated by Bank

of America.
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In addition, McSweeny informed Affiant that the doimation of large cash deposits and subsequent tnaresfers out of a
construction company account reflected highly stieps activity. McSweeny further told Affiant thdte cash deposits and
wire transfers made it difficult for Bank of Amesido trace the source and ultimate disposition @foint XXXXXX-2935's

funds.

Based upon his experience investigating financiates, Affiant believes that Account XXXXXX-2935t0n-cash deposits also
have indicators suggesting that these transactesjuestionable and suspicious. Affiant confirimat the has encountered
similar indicators in prior money laundering invgations. In particular, many non-cash deposits the account are for even

dollar amounts. Most legitimate transactions fduatgoods or services do not result in even dallaounts.

During previous money laundering investigationsfiakft has encountered subjects who utilized inakb deposits in a
concerted effort to prevent law enforcement froacitng illicit funds. Intra-bank deposits betweaparate banks and bank
branches effectively allow deposits to be layepedticularly when those transfers involve multiplnks. Layered transactions

among various banks make it difficult to trace fairehd thus facilitates money laundering and oftlieit conduct.

Based upon his training and experience in finanmiahes, Affiant believes that the financial tractsans associated with this

account are suspicious and bear the indicatorsajipiassociated with an illicit criminal enterpeis

Further, based upon his analysis of account agtauid the structured transactions uncovered duhiagnvestigation, Affiant
believes that $1,547,250.00 in deposits to accruxtxx-2935 constitute proceeds of criminal aciiih violation in violation
of Title 31, U.S.C., Section 5324, Structuring Bactions to Evade a Reporting Requirement. Thesafentioned deposits
constitute proceeds of criminal activity becaussytivere structured to ensure deposited amountsiieier the $10,000 federal
reporting threshold. Based upon the structurinthe$e cash deposits, the evidence shows probalde ¢a believe that felony

violation of Title 31, U.S.C., Section 5324, haswurced.

Affiant believes that the evidence described heesitablishes probable cause to believe that precketh criminal activity

prohibited by federal law were used in violationTeikas Penal Code, Section 34.02.

Based upon his investigative experience and thdeecie described herein, Affiant concluded thatatheve described proceeds
of criminal activity were used to pay off the matg debt and fund construction projects at SusperRi@ce, credit card debt
expenses, fuel expenses, utility expenses, fabpereses, vehicle expenses, Merril Jessop, RoyadlMedustries, furniture

expenses, retail expenses, medical expenses, eapehnses, rent expenses, and account fees. eafxpenses supported the
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purchase, use and improvement of the Suspected.Plac

Affiant further believes that the structuring vitdms and contravention of federal reporting reguients establish probable
cause to believe that any funds deposited into abeounts described herein violated Title 18 U.SSection 5324.
Consequently, those funds are proceeds of a crirtiar@saction perpetrated in violation of fedesak] Under the Texas Penal

Code, the use of proceeds from state and fededoaliés constitutes illegal money laundering.

Affiant is familiar with Texas Penal Code Sectioh.® (A) (3) Money Laundering, which provides tlaaperson commits an
offense if the person knowingly invests, expendsrezeives, or offers to invest, expend, or receaither the proceeds of

criminal activity or funds that the person belieaes the proceeds of criminal activity.

After reviewing financial records for Bank of Ameai bank account XXXXXX-2935, Affiant identified aftern of structuring
cash deposits into the account. By structuring adsbosits into the account in a manner that attethpd evade reporting

requirements, the depositors undertook a delibatéeenpt to conceal their financial transactions @olated federal law.

Based on his training and experience investigatimgey laundering, Affiant is aware that the primpryrpose of structuring
funds is to conceal both the source and existefpeoseeds from criminal activity. The pervasiwatprn of structuring activity
uncovered during this investigation indicates that FLDS, its leaders, and its members believetftimas under their control
constituted proceeds from criminal activity. Besawstructuring is classified as a felony offensageuTitle 32, U.S.C. 5324, it is
reasonable to assume that the criminal activitgnaptted to be concealed must have been a felongrritan a misdemeanor.
Consequently, the structured transactions uncowdueidg this investigation meet the definition ebpeeds of criminal activity

under Section 34.01 Money Laundering of the TexasaPCode.

When structured funds were transferred or otherwifized to facilitate a financial transactionfelony Money Laundering
offense was committed pursuant to Chapter 34.023[a)f the Texas Penal Code. Consequently, nigttbe funds themselves,
but any property used in the commission of the Mobaundering offense or property acquired with ilieit funds became
contraband as defined by Article 59.01 (2) of thel€ of Criminal Procedure. Because the SuspectetkRVas acquired with
the laundered funds and was used in the commisditire Money Laundering offense, the SuspectedeRacontraband subject

to seizure and forfeiture under Article 59.02.

The criminal act of money laundering, based upanube of proceeds of criminal activity, is a praticoffense under Texas
Code of Criminal Procedure, Chapter 59, Article039(2) (B) (iv) and (D). Affiant believes that geesame illicit proceeds were

used to purchase the real property and tangiblpepty that was used to operate, develop the iméretstre and build structures
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at Suspected Place.

Affiant knows that contraband, as defined by Agi&9.01 (2) (B) (iv) and (D) of the Texas Code ointhal Procedure, is

subject to seizure and forfeiture as provided byateCode of Criminal Procedure, Article 59.02 (B8) and (D).

Affiant believes that this investigation establisigobable cause to believe that the Suspected Rias used in the commission
of Money Laundering offenses and/or was acquiregtl mioceeds of Money Laundering offenses and iefbee contraband, as

defined by Texas Code of Criminal Procedure, Aet&9.01(2) (B) (iv) and (D).

3. SUSPICIOUS FINANCIAL ACTIVITY IN BANK OF AMERI CA ACCOUNT xxxxxx-8537, YFZ

LAND LLC

Prior to Affiant being assigned to this investigatin September 2010, other investigators assigmele case had uncovered

evidence identifying Bank of America account numi&XXXX-8537 with persons who resided at the Sudpddlace.

Affiant has reviewed and analyzed official BankArherica records for account number xxxxxx-8537 @tail. That detailed
review and analysis was assisted by Auditor K. &wtibf the Texas Attorney General's Law Enforceni@ivision. Based upon
both a review of account records and his extensigerience investigating financial crimes, Affialetached the following

conclusions about account xxxxxx-8537:

Bank of America account number xxxxxx-8537 was @ueiovember 10, 2003, by David Steed Allred. Thekba
account was opened as a business economy cheatéogra at a Bank of America branch office in Sargélo,
Texas. The account was not opened in Allred’s oaime, but was instead established for an entitgdtylFZ Land
LLC., and located at 225 N. Bluff Street, P.O. B850, St. George, Utah 84770. David Steed Allresb@nted Utah
driver’s license number 150136187 as his proofiehtification when the account was opened. On Ma&004, YFZ

Land LLC'’s address was changed to P.O. Box 715r&lib, Texas.

The initial $250,000 deposit into account XXXXXX-8b was dated October 13, 2003, and was drawn from a

account (XXXXXX-0615, Check #021992) styled Westérecision at the Bank of Ephraim in Hildale, Utdtne

check was signed by Wendell Nielsen.
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On October 11, 2011, Affiant contacted the Utah @gpent of Commerce and obtained the following rimfation about
Western Precision: Western Precision LLC, Taxpagentification Number 75644920160, 850 N. WesterecBion Parkway,
P.O. Box 842400, Hildale, Utah 84784. The samerdecmdicate that John C. Wayman is the companggistered Agent; no
other individuals are listed on the filing applicai. Affiant also performed a commercial databdseck for information about

Western Precision, LLC and learned Wendell NielSatial Security number xxx-xx-5039, is the compsiBresident.

During the course of the investigation, Affiant i@ved documents known within FLDS as the “Priesth&ecords”, which
were prepared at the direction of Warren Steed.JBfised upon his knowledge of the FLDS and itrial operations, Affiant
believes that said records accurately describe’Jafftructions to his followers as the spirituahdler of the FLDS. Priesthood
records reviewed by Affiant reveal that Jeffs insted FLDS members to purchase and develop thesgiyopt 2420 County
Road 300, Schleicher County, Texas. The Priesth@zbrds are currently located within the Stateisl@wce facility in ADP
277 4/09/08 and ADP 281 4/09/08. Documentary ewidefinrom the Priesthood Records reveals Warren’ Jiéfslings with

Wendell Lloyd Nielsen.

The Priesthood Records of Warren Steed Jeffs, Rp&003, page 17:

“Wendell Loy Nielsen is identified as an Elder byakken Jeffs. | have organized it so Wendell's besén Western

Precision and David Allred business, Allco, eackegron $2,500, a total of $5000 a month, to hefp dit.”

“Uncle Wendell invited you to lunch at Western Rsamn. We had a wonderful time. You ate more thérave seen

After reviewing bank records for account XXXXXX-8B3Auditor Swihart labeled and categorized the sewf deposits into
the account. The summary chart below lists thecsaf each deposit and describes how those fundswl@mately expended.

Deposit descriptions detailed in Auditor Swiharsemmary are corroborated by documentary evidencthenPriesthood

On September 24, 2010, Affiant contacted InvestigBlave McSweeny with Bank of America’s Anti-Monkgundering Unit
(AML) concerning both account number xxxxxx-293%edssubsection V (P) (2) above), and YFZ Land LLCoaat
numbered xxxxxx-8537, which was established inrtame of YFZ Land LLC and is discussed further ict®a V (P) (3).

Investigator McSweeny told Affiant that Bank of Arm&a has a corporate policy of closing all accoumlterein the account
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holder appears to be illegally structuring finah¢iansactions or otherwise conducting illegal bess. Investigator McSweeny
stated that Bank of America closed accounts XXXXX335 and XXXXXX-8537 on February 7, 2006, due tepsected money
laundering and structured transactions that wetended to evade formal reporting requirements. abeounts were both

compliance closures initiated by Bank of America.

In addition, McSweeny informed Affiant that the doimation of large cash deposits and subsequent tnaresfers out of a
construction company account reflected highly stisps activity. McSweeny further told Affiant thidfite cash deposits and wire

transfers made it difficult for Bank of Americatiace the source and ultimate disposition of act#XXXXX-2935's funds.

During previous money laundering investigationsfiakft has encountered subjects who utilized inakb deposits in a
concerted effort to prevent law enforcement foracitrg illicit funds. Intra-bank deposits betweempaate banks and bank
branches effectively allow deposits to be layepatticularly when those transfers involve multipknks. Layered transactions

among various banks make it difficult to trace fsirmehd thus facilitate money laundering and othieiticonduct.

Based upon his training and experience in finanmiahes, Affiant believes that the financial tractsans associated with this

account are suspicious and bear the indicatorsallpiassociated with an illicit criminal enterpgis

Based upon his review of Bank of America’s recofols account XXXXX-2935 (YFZ Land & Construction) draccount
XXXXXX-8537 (YFZ Land LLC), Affiant observed thatdih accounts were opened by David S. Allred andicnad that
funds from the two accounts were comingled. BanRiwirica records reviewed by Affiant also revealttthree wire transfers
totaling $33,400 from account XXXXXX-8537 were dsfied into account XXXXXX-2935. Said transfersther indicate
comingling of funds among these two accounts. Bseaf the suspicious nature of these transfersk BeAmerica closed both

accounts on February 7, 2006.

Having reviewed Bank of America records for botleamts and confirming that the accounts’ funds weenaingled, Affiant

concluded that proceeds from illicit criminal adtjvwere deposited into XXXXXX-8537. As detailed Subsection V (P) (2)
above, cash deposits into account XXXXXX-2935 widlegjally structured in increments of less than $00 in order to evade
federal reporting requirements. Consequently, ghtsposits and the resulting funds in said accocmtstitute proceeds of

criminal activity in violation of Title 31, U.S.CSection 5324, Structuring Transactions to EvaRegorting Requirement.

Based upon the illegally structured cash depasitssaid funds, Affiant believes there is probataase that these transactions
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further constitute a felony violation of federaia Thus, Affiant further believes that probableisa has been established to

show that said use and transfer of illicit procefedsh federal crimes violates Section 34.02 of Te&as Penal Code.

4. SUSPICIOUS FINANCIAL ACTIVITY IN WELLS FARGO B ANK ACCOUNT xxxxxx-7651,

Prior to Affiant being assigned to this investigatin September 2010, other investigators assigmele case had uncovered

evidence identifying Wells Fargo account numbenxxx7651 with persons who resided at SuspectecePlac

Affiant has reviewed and analyzed official Wellsr¢@ records for bank account number xxxxxx-765Hénail. That detailed
review and analysis was assigned to Auditor K. awtilof the Texas Attorney General's Law EnforcemBivision. Based
upon both a review of account records and his skterexperience investigating financial crimes,i#ft reached the foregoing

conclusions about bank account xxxxxx-7651:

Wells Fargo Bank account number xxxxxx-7651 wasnepeby Frederick Merrill Jessop in his own name on
September 21, 2004. Said account was funded withitial deposit of a cashier’s check in the antoai$97,373.44
from Wells Fargo. However, Wells Fargo Bank recamisewed by Affiant reveal that the $97,373.44hoaiss check
did not contain a remitter's name. ConsequentlfiaAt was unable to confirm either the identitytbg individual

who purchased the cashier’s check or the fundingcgofor said purchase.

Records reviewed by Affiant show that Fredrick Nledessop listed YFZ Land & Construction Companyhés

employer.

A detailed financial analysis by Affiant and AuditBwihart revealed that, from November 2004 throDgicember 2006, a total
of 83 separate cash deposits under $10,000 wedéatteto account number XXXXXX-7651. The 83 caslpai@ts over the
aforementioned 28-month period totaled $669,62&5@ther, of the $669,626.50 in total cash depp$85,385.52 are less than
$4,999 or more than $10,000. Thus, more than 9D#eocash deposits into account xxxxxx-7651 plagdnstitute proceeds
from illegal structuring. As explained in detail Subsection V (P) (2) above, these cash depositstiaate structured

transactions and therefore felony violations ofeT81, Section 5324 of the U.S. Code.

Affiant has prepared a chart that identifies itligtructured cash deposits by date and amount.alVbeage cash deposit is
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$8,067.79.

In addition to the illicit cash deposits into acobuxxxxx-7651, Affiant and Auditor Swihart furthédentified a $52,398.77

On October 20, 2011, Affiant contacted Wells FaBamk's Financial Crimes and Audit Department regagdiccount XXxXxxx-

7651. Affiant spoke with Nicole Collins, a financanalyst, regarding said bank account.

Financial Analyst Collins informed Affiant that WelFargo Bank closed account xxxxxx-7651 on DeceriBe 2006, because
activity on the account indicated deposits wemgally structured in violation of Title 31. Collifisrther informed Affiant that
Wells Fargo Bank also identified activity withincaznt xxxxxx-7651 that constituted violations ofiéeal laws prohibiting

unlicensed money service businesses (MSB).

Under Title 18, USC Section 1960, it is a federiihe to conduct, control, manage, supervise, dimcbwn a money service
business (MSB) without a state license if the stdiere the subject resides licenses ID MSBs.dtde an offense for an MSB to

fail to register with FINCEN in accordance with[€iB81, U.S.C. Section 5330.

Based upon his training, experience and knowledge money laundering investigator, Affiant knowattimdividuals who want
to launder the proceeds of illicit criminal actvitypically utilize wire transfers to move fundstiween accounts and multiple
accounts at one or more banks. Utilizing wire tfarssto convey money among various accounts comynoedurs when the
transferred funds were originally deposited throagberies of structured-cash transactions that wéeaeded to avoid federal
reporting requirements. Further, Affiant’s investige experience indicates that individuals seekmgvade state and federal
reporting requirements frequently fail to registemoney services business even when their transduistory requires that they

do so, because those individuals recognize that M&msactions are monitored by law enforcementaitibs. Thus, Affiant
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also knows that unlicensed money service businemsefrequently employed to facilitate financiarsactions such as wire

transfers or check cashing for third parties whehwb remain anonymous.

In light of his investigative and law enforcemerperience, Affiant believes the pattern of 83 dinued cash deposits totaling
$669,626.50 between November 12, 2004, and Nove2He2006, thus constitute proceeds of the crimacélity pursuant to
Title 31, U.S.C., Section 5324, Structuring Tratigexs to Evade a Reporting Requirement. Havingmsitrely reviewed
official bank records and other documentary praoflescribed above, Affiant believes the evidenosiges probable cause that

a violation of Title 31, U.S.C., Section 5324, ddeal felony offense, has occurred.

In prior money laundering investigations, Affianaish uncovered transactions involving illegal proseachere criminal
enterprises utilized intra-bank deposits in a caeceeffort to make tracing illicit funds more déflt for law enforcement.
Intra-bank deposits between banks and bank braradtoegs criminal enterprises to layer deposits,clhaids the perpetrators
because when layered deposits are distributed anfiffiegent financial institutions, illicit funds amore difficult to identify and

track.

Based upon extensive training, experience, ancetidence described herein, Affiant concluded tHagally structured cash
deposits totaling $669,626.50 were deposited in®l$\MFargo bank account xxxxxx-7651 and that sagodits constitute
proceeds of the criminal activity in violation oftl€ 31, U.S.C., Structuring Transactions to EvadReporting Requirement.
Thus, the evidence provides probable cause toveetiet a violation of Title 31, U.S.C., Sectior283which is a federal felony

offense, has occurred.

Further, Affiant believes that probable cause hesnbestablished to demonstrate utilizing proceeais fillicit conduct in

violation of federal law also constitutes a viatatiof Texas Penal Code, Section 34.02.

As described above, the evidence reviewed by Affiaseals that illicit proceeds from criminal adtyvwere used to retire the
Suspected Place’s mortgage debt, and pay for emtistn expenses at said property, credit card esgmrfuel expenses, utility
expenses, fabric expenses, vehicle expenses, pHgném Merril Jessop, payment(s) to Royal Metallustries, furniture
expenses, retail expenses, medical expenses, expelmses, rent payments, and account fees. Aflese expenses supported

the purchase, use and improvement of the SuspBtded.

Because of the illicit structuring described heraimd related violations of federal reporting regments, Affiant believes
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probable cause has been established that, ongelijlestructured funds are deposited into the iifiedtfinancial institutions in
violation of Title 18, U.S.C. Section 5324, thos@ds become proceeds of a criminal act in violatibfederal law. Under the
Texas Penal Code provision that criminalizes mdaewndering; investing, expending or receiving itliproceeds of criminal

activity violates Texas Law.

Affiant is familiar with Texas Penal Code Sectich@® (a) (3) Money Laundering, which provides asparcommits an offense
if the person knowingly invests, expends, or reggior offers to invest, expend, or receive theg@eds of criminal activity or

funds that the perpetrator believes are the pracekdriminal activity.

Affiant has reviewed official bank records detajlithe transactional history of Wells Fargo bankoaod xxxxxx-7651 and
uncovered a pattern of illicit, structured cashaii§s into the bank account. Structuring of casbodés into the bank account

reveals a deliberate attempt to conceal the fundgpeevent those dollars from being reported tdthited States government.

Based on Affiant's training and experience, thenpry purpose of structuring funds is to concealsberce and existence of
proceeds of criminal activity. Based on the pemagpattern of structuring activity revealed by timsestigation, both the
individuals who deposited and managed those fumdstlae organization associated therewith believed said funds were
proceeds from criminal activity and thus had tabacealed. Because structuring is classified aoay offense under Title 31,
U.S.C. Section 5324, it is reasonable to assumetkieacriminal activity the perpetrators attemptedconceal is a felony.
Consequently, said funds constitute proceeds afigal activity as defined by Section 34.01 Monewhdering of the Texas

Penal Code.

Further, each financial transaction including g structured funds, constituted a felony Moneguhdering offense under
Chapter 34.02 (a) (3) of the Texas Penal Code.s;Ttine funds themselves, as well as property uséldei commission of the
Money Laundering offense or property acquired whih funds constitute contraband as defined in kr&®.01 (2). Because the
property at 2420 County Road 300 was acquired thithllegally laundered funds and was used in tirarnission of the Money

Laundering offense, the Suspected Place is comtdafizbject to seizure and forfeiture.

The criminal act of money laundering, which incladgilizing the proceeds of criminal activity, ispaedicate offense under
Texas Code of Criminal Procedure, Chapter 59, ktf9.01 (2) (B) (iv) and (D). Affiant believesathese illicit proceeds
were utilized to purchase real and tangible proptbrt facilitated the operations, developmenndfastructure, and construction

of improvements at 2420 County Road 300, SchleiClmemty, Texas.

Affiant knows that contraband, as defined by thea@BeCode of Criminal Procedure, is subject to seiand forfeiture as
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provided by Texas Code of Criminal Procedure, Aetk9.02 (B) (iv) and (D).

Affiant believes the evidence in this case esthbksprobable cause that the Suspected Place wadruiee commission of
Money Laundering offenses and/or was acquired wititeeds of Money Laundering offenses and is thezefontraband, as

defined by Texas Code of Criminal Procedure, Aet&9.01(2) (B) (iv) and (D).

5. STRUCTURED DEPOSITS OCCURRING ON COMMON DATES

As described above in Subsections V (P) and (4h ceeposits into Bank of America account numbexxxx2935 and Wells
Fargo Bank account number xxxxxx-7651 were illegaiructured in violation of federal law. By demtmating that said
deposits were illegally structured and therefonastitute illicit proceeds of criminal activity und@itle 31, U.S.C. Section 5324

Structuring Transactions to Evade a Reporting Reqént.

Affiant, as part of this investigation, reviewediafl bank records and compared the dates of stred cash deposits into Bank

of America account number xxxxxx-2935 and WellsgéaBank account number xxxxxx-7651.

Between December 7, 2004, and November 1, 200%e tivere 14 separate cash deposits totaling $11%9&5 Affiant
identified as structured. Those 14 separate depivgit both of the above referenced Bank of Amesaicd Wells Fargo Bank

members further ensured that while Warren Steefd defs a fugitive he had ready access to logistagport, transportation
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assistance, and locations where he could safegwithout being discovered by law enforcement.

several security cameras and a call box, or intersgstem that visitors must use to request entry.

Behind the locked white gate, Affiant identifiedaage tower at the end of a long road that sergeb@driveway from the entry
point. Affiant believes, based upon experiencet, the large tower functions as a guard tower okdab tower. Further, Affiant
believes that from the guard tower to the gate itteeof sight is unobstructed and direct. Affidiglieves that the guard tower
would serve as a place where the gate entry, tbarise camera, and the intercom system could mi@styl be monitored.

Affiant has visited multiple other ranches in Texaisd has never seen a ranch entry with a milsayle guard tower.

Ranger Hanna informed Affiant that the guard towseapproximately one mile from the entry gate amat the view from the
tower to the entry gate is unobstructed. Furthender Hanna informed Affiant that said entry gatéhe only improved access
point onto the Suspected Place. Affiant believes tine Suspected Place operates like its own $ovali or community, as it has
its own temple, temple annex, residential buildjrghool, clinic, shop, warehouse, water treatniesgwer plant, improved

streets, and several commercial buildings.
