You ask whether certain information is subject to 
required public disclosure under the Texas Open Records Act, 
article 6252-17a, V.T.C.S. ,Your request was assigned 
ID# 8348; this decision is OR90-015. 

As a city councilmember of the City of Krum, you 
received an open records request for a copy of a notebook 
kept by the city's mayor that is in your possession. You 
now inquire whether the notebook is public information. 

You have submitted sample pages from the notebook. The 
entries all appear to be concerned with city matters. This 
type of entry is public information. Open Records Decision 
No. 327 (enclosed). If there are any portions of the 
notebook that consist of purely personal information, those 
entries are not subject to the Open Records Act and may be 
withheld. See Open Records Decision No. 116 (1975). 

Because case law and prior published open records 
decisions resolve your request, We are resolving this matter 
with this informal letter ruling rather than with a 
published open records decision. If you have questions 
about this ruling, please refer to OR90-015.
