On behalf of the Texas Department of Transportation (the “department”), you have asked 
us to reconsider Open Records Letter No. 96-1699 (1996). Your request for reconsideration was 
assigned ID# 102414. 

The department received a request for all maintenance records on a particular traffic light 
for the six months prior to December 29, 1995. The department claimed that those records 
should be excepted from required public disclosure under section 552.103 of the Government 
Code, the “litigation exception.” When asserting section 552.103, a governmental body must 
establish that the records at issue relate to pending or reasonably anticipated litigation. 

In Gpen Records Letter No. 96-1699 (1996), we concluded that the maintenance records 
are not excepted from disclosure under section 552.103 because the department did not 
demonstrate that it reasonably anticipates litigation. It is this conclusion that you have asked us 
to reconsider. 

Having carefully reviewed all of the information you have provided to us, we find that 
the conclusion we reached in Open Records Letter No. 96-1699 (1996) is correct. Accordingly, 
the department must release the maintenance records to the requestor.
