C ~ 552.101. This section encompasses the doctrine ofcommon-la\v privacy, which 
;)!\)(ects in[cmmltion that is (1) highly intimate or embanassing, the publication of\\hich 
\\ ill be hi objectionable to a reasonable person and (2) not oflegitimate concern to the 
public. indlls Foulld. v. Tex. [ndlls. Accident Bd., 540 S.W.2d 668, 685 (Tex. 1976). To 

the applicability of common-law privacy, both prongs of this test mLlst be
