It le the opinion of this Department, after a careful examination 
of a copy of H.B; 259, that the bill operates to permit the Legislature to 
fix the salary of all State officers and employees named in the bill wlth.due 
regard to the exceptions embodied therein, and that other statutes fixing sala- 
ries are'suspended except where euch statutes are merely repetition of conEti- 
tutlonal provisions.
