*will you please advise us where under Ar-
ticle 8675a, Revised cStatutes, 1925, the motor
vehicles owned by ¥r, Lawler and Operetoﬁ by the
Alano Preight Lines must be registered.”

That part of Article 6675a-2, Vernon's Revised
Civil Statutes of Texas, which is pertinent to the question
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cnder consideration, reads as follows:

"Every owner of a motor vehicle, trailer

or semi-trajiler used or to be used upon the
public highways of this State, and each shauf-
feur, shall apply each year to the State High-
way Department through the county tax colleoc-
tor of the county in which he reasides for the
registration of each such vehicle owned or
controlled by him, or for a chauffeur's license,
for the ensuing or curreant caleandar year or um-
expired portion thereof. . . ."

It will be noted imnediately that the present stat-

ate does not provide for the registration of motor vehicles

in any county other than the county of residence of the owner.
It is, therefore, the opinion ef this department that Mr.
Lawler, under the facts set forth inm your letter, must re-
gister the vehicles operated by the "Alamo Freight Linas™ in
Kimble County, Texas.
