You are advised that it 1las the opinion of this de-
pertment that you would not be authorized to contract and pay
for insurance on State-owned property under your control when
the payment would have to be made from an appropriation for
traveling expenses. The reasons for this conclusion are well
stated in oplnions Nos. 0-184, 0-842 and 0-1762, copies of -
vhich are attached hereto for your information.
