B.owns and opsrates a retall grocery
store, and’in connsction therewith a retatil
‘meat market'. He Gces not comply with 4rticles
8904 or 8908, B. C, 2., nor with Artleles 1447
to 1484, P, €., because he does not butcher or
alaughter animale himself , eXxcept as harsinafter
stated. E. F. owses A, B, an account of $30.00,
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and has an animal whiech he is willing to deliver

to A, B, in settlement of the account, and which
2 A, B, 1is willing to acoept in settlement of such
) aoccount. In order to avold having to comply

with the above oited Articles and to simplify

the operation of his business, A. B, then has G, D.,
from whom he usually purchases butchsred carcasses
for retall purposes in his smarket at an agreed
pries .psr pound, and who has complisd with the
above clited Artioles, to go and purchase the ani-
mal from E. F. at the agreed price of $30.00 dbe-
tween A, B, & E, F.; after which 6.

*Under the above Statement of Facts No.
I, 1e A, B, a 'tutcher’ or 'slaughterer'
within the meaning of the above ¢ited Articles
80 as to maks 1t neoessary for him to comply
therewith?*

Article 6804, Revised Civil Btatutes of Texas,
reads as follows: :

"Each person in this State engaged in the
slaughter and sale of animals for market shall
make a regular sworn report to each regular
meeting of the commissioners oourt of the coun-
tY, giving the numdber, coler, age, marks and
brandas of every animal slaughtered by hla since
the last term of sald court, to be filed with
and kept on file by the county clerk. Eaoch
sald report eshall be accompanied by the blll of
sale or written conveyance to the butcher for
every animal that he has purchased for slaughter,
If any of the animals slaughtered have besn
raised by himself 1t shall be so stated in the
report. Said report so made to sald court may in
the discretion of sald clerk be destroyed after
a period of five years."

Article 6508, Rgvised Civil Statutes of Texas,
reade as follows:

"Every person, before he shall set up and
- garry on the trade or ooccupation of a butcher or
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slaughterer of cattle in this Btate, shall file

a bond to be approved by the sounty jJudge of the
county in which he desires to carry on the busi-
ness, in a sum not less than two hundred nor =ore
than one thousand dollars, payabls 3o the State

of Texas, conditioned that he shall keep a true

and falthful record in a book kept for that pur-
pose of all oattle purchased or slaughtered by hinm,
with & deseription of the animal ineluding marks,
brands, age, cclor, welght, and from whom purchased
and the date thereof; that hs will have the hide
and sar of such animal inspected by the inspector,
or some maglietrate of the sounty, wisthin twenty
days after 1t is slaughtered, and that he will not
purchase any cattle that has been slaughtered by
another unless the hide and ears of such slaughtered
animal accompany said animal offered for ssle, and
that he will not purchase any animal that has been
slaughtered by anothsr when the sar marks, or brands
- on the hide accompanylng such anlmal, when offered
Tor sale, have been shanged, mutilated or destroyed.
Any butoher or slaughterer of cattle who shall vio-
iate any conditlon of said bend may be susd upon
his bond =t the instance of the county or dlstrioct
attorney of ike oounty where such bond is given.
All sums recovered by sults upen sald bonds shall
be paid into the county treasury and deecme a part
of the available sohool fund of such sounty."

The construotion of these same statutes was oon-
gidered by thlas department in conference opinien Ho. 2017,
by Attorney General C. M. Cureton, dated April 2, 1919,
addressed to Honorable G. C. Jackson and appearing at page
856 of the published biennial report of the Attorney General
of Texas for the years 1818 - 1920. We are attaching here-
to a copy of this opinlon which we dDelieve gorreoctly states
the law upon the question. The opinlion, of course, refers
to Artiole 7179 Civil Btatutes of the 1911 oodification
which now appears pe Artlicle 8908 of the Ravised Jivil
Statutes of 19295.
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Applying the rule announced in the Cureton opinion
30 the faot situation which you have presented, it ls our
opinion that 1t is not necessary for A, B. to soaply with
the provisions of Articles 6904 and €908, Revised Clvil

Btatutes, 1928, or Articles 1447 to 1454, inoclusive, Penal
Code, 1925,
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
