Your telegraphic request for opinion reads in part as follows:

"IS COUNTY TREASURER ALLOWED ANY ADDITIONAL
COMPENSATION FOR HANDLING PAY AS YOU GO TAX FLAN
UNDER FEE SYSTEM ALSO MAY TREASURER HAVE ADDITIa
OFAIL, HELP FOR THIS WORK IF SANCTION BY COMMISSION-
ERS COI}RT' L L] . . .

We find no aﬁthority which would authorize compensation for the
county treasurer in the matter Inquired about and therefore answer your
first question in the negative.

In answer to your second question, it 1s our opinion that under
Article 3902, Vernon's Annotated Civil Statutes, the commissionera' court,
if it desired to do so, could authorize the appointment of edditional dep-
uties, assistants or clerks for the county treasurer whose salaries would
be in acoordance with the limitations of Article 3902, and in your county,
a fee county, would be payable out of the fees of office of the county
treasurer snd could not be paid by the county.
