I shave enclosed a copy of Attorney General Opinion 
'JAI-844, our response to Represetitative C&as0 request. AS- 
you will see, our interpretation of the provision 
regarding door prizes turns on tbe~:.definition of "bingo 
occasion,e rather than the definition of 901icensed times." 
Also, J&f-844 points out that your office's definition of 
the term -licensed time9 appears to be narrower than the 
term "bingo occasion.n Therefore, m-844 should not 
affect your rule regulating the ~sale~of instant bingo 
cards. Please let us know if we. can be of further 
assistance.
