as defined in Section 84.003, Chapter 84, Government Code?

These organizations are invariably non-profit corporations with tax-exempt status under Section
- 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986 (codified at 26 U.S.C. § 501 er seq.). They are
created locally in rural comrnuniti_es to provide resource conservation facilities and services.
