Dear General Comyn:

The Texas Health Care Information Council’s enabling legislation is found at Health and
Safety Code, Chapter 108. The Council recently received a request from Senator Chris
Harris for “hospital-by-hospital admissions for treatment relating to trauma incidents.”
Additionally, the Council has received a request from a member of the public for “the
number of deaths occurring in a particular hospital for the years 1999 and 2000.” To
respond to these requests, Council staff must develop customized hospital-level
information based on hospital discharge data contained in the Council’s public use data
file. :

Health and Safety Code, § 108.011(f) provides that: |

A report issued by the council shall include a reasonable review and
comment period for the affected providers before public release of the report.

In this instance, “providers” refers to hospitals.

Chapter 108 provides no definition of the term “report.” However, when the term is
referenced in §108.011(f), it appears under the section entitled “Dissemination of Public
Use Data and Council Publications,” possibly suggesting that the term pertains only to
reports packaged as Council publications rather than as responses to ad hoc inquiries.
Accordingly, as the Council’s Executive Director and on behalf of the Council, I request
your opinion on the following issues:

(1) Do compilations of data by Council staff responsive to the foregoing requests
constitute “reports” within the meaning of §108.011(f)?

(2) If the answer to (1) is “yes,” will the transmittal of the report to Senator Harris
constitute a “public release” of the data requiring “a reasonable reviéw and
comment period for the affected providers” before its release?
