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Dear General Paxton:

In circumstances in which responding to a request for public information will require programming or data
manipulation, the Texas Public Information Act allows a governmental body to provide a written statement
notifying the requestor that responding to the request is not feasible or will result in substantial intetference
with ongoing operations.' In circumstances when responding to a request will result in substantial
interferences with the ongoing operations of a governmental body, is the governmental body required to
provide the responsive information to the requestor?
